towards SDGs
All states and union territories across India
have displayed significant progress towards
the Sustainable Development Goals, the SDG
India Index 2023-24 shows. The report,
developed by NITI Aayog with technical
support from UNDP and the UN Resident
Coordinator’s Office, tracks improvements in
areas ranging from poverty elimination,
decent work and economic growth to
climate action and life on land. First launched
in 2018, the Index promotes competition and
collaboration among states and serves as a
policy tool to guide further action in India’s
sustainable development.

Assam’s Moidams debut
on World Heritage List

The Moidams of Choraideo, in the foothills of
the Patkai Ranges in eastern Assam, have
become the 43rd Indian site to be added to
UNESCO’s World Heritage List. The mound-
burial system of the Tai-Ahom Dynasty was
added to the World Heritage List alongside
23 properties from around the world,
including the Sado Island Gold Mines in
Japan and the Via Appia in Italy. Speaking at
the World Heritage Committee, being held in
India for the first time, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi pledged $1 million to support
UNESCO’s World Heritage Centre, particularly
for heritage conservation in India and across
the Global South.

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Prison officials are learning the art of more
humane jail management through a modified
game of chess. In a unique initiative, ex-
prisoners working with Project Second Chance
and backed by UNODC have developed a
game of chess that is based on the
experiences of prison staff and inmates. Prison
officials playing the game then move their
pieces by answering scenario-based
questions inspired by the UN Standard
Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners.
The aim of the initiative, launched at
Sudhowala Prisons in Dehradun, is to sensitize
officials in better prison management in line
with international standards.
